RPSM recognizes the value of post-secondary education. We are proud to have established a 
Graduate Scholarship to help our alumni achieve their aspirations in higher education. This 
scholarship is applicable to RPSM graduates who require financial assistance to pursue their  

academic studies. 
 

Purpose of Scholarship & Amount 
This Scholarship will support annual fees in any field of post-secondary education. Eligible expenses 
include, but are not limited to, housing costs, transportation, and tuition. In 2011-2012, the successful 
candidate will be awarded $2,500.00.  

Process 
All applications will be assessed by a panel of three RPSM stakeholders consisting of, but not exclusive 
to, RPSM Faculty, RPSM Board, and /or Foundation Board. The panel will review applications based on 
criteria from page two of this application form. A candidate may apply for this scholarship more than 
once, and can receive it a maximum of four (4) times.  It is required that the student reapply each year. 
The successful candidate will submit a report 12 months after the funds have been awarded to inform 
RPSM of how the funds were used and to highlight the successes of the candidate. 

 
Deadline: November 1, 2011 

 
Eligibility  
The selection committee will place the highest priority on the following criteria. The ideal candidate will: 

 have been an active student at RPSM for a minimum of 3 years prior to graduating 

 have shown commitment & ability in their musical studies at RPSM 

 demonstrate financial need: submit individual and total family income, as per line 150 on your 
most recent T1 Personal Income tax return.

Please ask them to include 
their contact information (address, phone number, and email) in their letter.  
 
12-Month Final Report 
The successful candidate must agree to submit a report 12 months after the scholarship is received, 
stating: 

- how the scholarship was used to support your post-secondary education 
- the achievements of the candidate  
- if applicable, your educational plan for the next year 

 
Should the successful candidate be unable to complete their post-secondary education in the school 
year that the RPSM Graduate Scholarship is awarded, they must return the bursary in full to RPSM.
